


� Unify Government Food Safety Agencies.
Legislation should be passed to bring
existing food safety agencies together into
a single, unified food safety agency to
carry out a prevention-focused, integrated
food safety strategy.

� Develop a Prevention- and Risk-Based
Strategy. Policies and resources should
be reevaluated to set priorities based on
understanding where the highest and
most likely risks are in the food safety sys-

tem, and then devoting resources to
reduce and eliminate threats as much as
possible, where inspections and other
efforts are applied in ways most likely to
contribute to disease reduction.

� Improve Federal-State-Local Efforts.  States
should adopt the FDA’s Food Code that sets
forth up-to-date, scientifically sound prac-
tices and enroll in the FDA’s Voluntary
National Retail Food Regulatory Program
for more uniform and accountable practices
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
